Deacon Archie Shepherd was a great and dedicated man. If he
promised you something, he would do it. Deacon Shepherd was a
staple to the notable Yoith Summer Feeding & Enrichment Program at
Bethlehem Baptist Church, of Covington Georgia. Deacon Shepherd
was so supportive of it, & spearheaded the Bus Ministry after Dr Grier
Godfrey, in the early 1980’s. Some people took the credit for this
program’s initiation, but they didn’t actually do the work to claim this
work & Ministry, just solely. It caused me to woe in my Spirit to read it.
But the true Founder of it all is God. I was the FIRST Executive
Director for 4 different times, which spread over 20+ years. Those
trying years were worth it, because God remains our Center. It was not
any big I’s & little you’s. Since God led us, we served over 2,000
lunches for both underprivileged kids, as well as kids who could pay.
With the anointing of God, no child had to pay anything. It was 10
weeks. Deacon Shepherd stayed with us regardless, long after Dr Grier
Godfrey had resigned as Bus Coordinator. Deacon Shepherd got me to
write his History for the book of Newton County Historical Society,
years ago. The Newton County Historical Society didn’t credit me for
writing it, but I enjoyed doing it for him & put it in proper structure! I will
miss Deacon Shepherd. I think of his nobility & how he faithfully drove
Bethlehem’s Baptist Church’s Van with joy & pride. He loved the kids &
it’s too numerous of kids to count, to help children get a decent meal
each day, at Bethlehem Baptist of Covington, 
Georgia. According to history, our church is the very First of its kind in
Newton County’ & 

 nearby counties. We had such vast Support, to include: The 4-H club,
Fire Dept., Sheriff’s Dept, First Presbyterian Church, First United,
Grace UMC, St Paul Methodist, Clowns, Storytelling, Church of the
Nazarene, PastorClara Lett, Pastor Annette Nash, Pastor Theodis Bell,
Rev Dr Billy Wade, Rev Asa Floyd, Zelma Stuart, Mr. Stuart, & so,
many more.We were so tired, but because of God’s anointing, We
yearned for more! Deacon Shepherd never missed a day. If he did, he
got a substitute driver. We love you Deacon Shepherd. God has you
now!
